If you have not yet tried Long Track speed skating, and are considering doing so, the Oval Grand Prix event in                     
Calgary, AB on March 9-11 is the next available opportunity, and the next event that does not require qualifying                   
times to participate. Since this event is also one of the designated R2RD events listed above, completion of                  
the 500m, 1000m and 1500m events will qualify you for participation at the TEAM BC Long Track Selection                  
Trials to be held in November 2018.
